Dream Bore

From Perth artist Mark Parfitt comes an investigation into one of WA’s most humble rituals. 

After moving into a new home, Parfitt discovered his backyard bore was not working. His attempt at repair and eventual failure marked the beginning of a journey that raises questions of sustainability, masculinity, the role of the State and recycling. His research led him to re-design his Dream Bore in the galleries of Fremantle Arts Centre.
Parfitt’s practice is concerned with the marriage of art and life. Discovering creative solutions to every day problems, his Dream Bore is intentionally unfinished and simple. Four metres high and cylindrical, made from wood, Parfitt is growing a sustainable garden in the framework made to fit his redundant bore hole. 
“It’s a prototype, amateur invention or something your Dad would make” says Parfitt. 
More than 80,000 West Australians are proud owners of the backyard bore. A DIY tradition in our homes, these cavernous reservoirs pump water from under our feet and are used to sustain the urban oasis’ of our suburban dreams. 
Without the watchful eye of the Water Corporation metering our usage, who’s to say how much is too much? We’ll take what we can get, and once it’s in our bores, it’s ours. And it’s free. Are we being resourceful or simply wasteful? 
Also on display is the research that helped him resolve his problem. The photographs, drawings, notes and collages, plus artists’ book by Jamie Macchiusi and Gemma Weston (WA) are displayed with his creative solution.
